Engenia® Herbicide Checklist for 
Dicamba-Tolerant Soybean

Application:
n  DO NOT apply Engenia herbicide after June 30th, 2024
n  Limited to two POST over-the-top applications. Engenia herbicide can 

also be used pre-emergence, but annual sequential use rate limit of 
51.2 fl oz/A remains.

n  Applicators must check State Labels (engeniaherbicide.com) for 
additional state restrictions no more than 7 days before application.

Buffering agent:
Required to use a pH buffering adjuvant, like AEGOS™ or Sentris™ 
Buffering Technology with every application of Engenia herbicide. Refer 
to www.engeniatankmix.com for a list and use rates of approved pH 
buffering adjuvant.

Sensitive crops and residential areas: 
DO NOT spray if wind is blowing toward adjacent sensitive crops  
(like non-dicamba-tolerant soybeans) or residential areas. 

Nozzles:  
See www.engeniatankmix.com for a list of approved nozzles.

Sensitive areas:
Leave 240' downwind buffer to sensitive areas (non-residential, 
uncultivated areas or bodies of water).

Approved tank-mixes:
See www.engeniatankmix.com

Sensitive areas in endangered species counties:
Leave 310' downwind buffer in counties with endangered species with 
57' buffer on all other sides of the field. 
Consult www.epa.gov/espp or call 1-844-447-3813 and follow any county 
specific dicamba use restrictions for corresponding endangered species.

Wind speed:
Only spray when wind is between 3–10 MPH.

Avoid inversions: DO NOT apply when temperature inversions exist at 
the field level. Temperature inversions occur when temperatures increase 
with altitude. Presence is often indicated by ground fog, dust hanging 
over road, smoke not rising, or presence of dew or frost.
Daytime spraying: Only apply one hour after sunrise until two hours 
before sunset.
